	 City of:  Alexandria, Fairfax, Falls Church, 

Fredericksburg, Manassas City or Manassas Park

•	 Access to doctors, specialty care and community

•	 Ongoing guidance and support for families

•	 Connection to health insurance and other funding 

sources

•	 Information on the special education process and 

communicating with schools
